They were to decide who caused the war, who is to pay and

what is to become of Germany, Austria and indeed Europe as a whole.

The Rules

1. There is to be no shouting or raised voices of any kind - a diplomat

does not raise their voice to answer a question or attack an opinion.
. Remain seated.

. No conferring with other tables as to their responses and answers.

. If you need to speak to the Teacher then raise your hand - do not call out.
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. You must remain in your character during the simulation - only follow what
your character would have done — not what you think you should do.

6. Be careful to make sure everyone has his or her say and no one is left out.
