. The principa l d ist ingui shing fea ture of a ll Boxwood Rul es is the l~la in or central
joint which is designated as Round, Sq uare, Arch, or Double Arch J OInt .

In the ROUND J OI NT t ype th ere is one flan ge or wing I::iii::====~
inserted in eac h leg of th e n ile, the leg a nd the wing being
pinned togeth er as sho wn by t he cut oppos ite.

The SQU A RE JOI NT type has
two wings to eac h leg, one on eac h
outside face of t he wood. T his
is a much stronger const ruct ion .
t han t he rou nd joint t yp e as t~e t wo wings a re sec ure­
ly held t ogeth er by rivet s which go clea r thro ugh th e
t wo wings a nd leg.

T he A RCH J OI 1\T foll ows practica lly t he
same form of const ru ction as t he Squ are J oint.
However, the wings are la rger, more gracefu l in
form, a nd cover more of'the surface of t he wood.

The DOUBLE A RCH J OI NT is the sa me
const ruct ion as t he Single Arc h J oint , but t his
Arch J oin t is repeat ed at th e fold ing join t as well
as at t he cent ra l join t, which again adds to the strength of t he rule.

The PL ATES of the fold ing joint are made in
two stvles : M IDDLE PLATES in wh ich th e
pla tes 'a rc set in the r en ter of th e wood a nd
pinned . .

E DGE PLATES in which t he pla tes are fastened
to t he outer edge of th e wood by rivets which go
thr ough bo th wood a nd pla te s, holding a ll t hree
firmly togethe r. This la t ter form insur es a much st ronger joint.

First remove th e lever and cutter and loosen th e two frog
screws t ha t fast en the frog to it s seat. \Vith a screw dri ver turn the center adjust ing
screw (see cut ) to the right to close th e mouth, and to th e left to open it. When
the frog is in th e position desired, tighten t he frog screws and replace the cutter
and lever .
