1.   NEED EIGHT 4-SIDED WOODEN PINE BLOCKS > 11” X 2” X 2” 
2.   CUT BROWN KRAFT - PAPER TO A4 SHEET FORMAT 
3.   INTRODUCE INTO PRINTER, SHINING SIDE DOWN (TO PRINT ON) 
4.   PRINT BLACK MARKING (FROM MASTER COPY) 
5.   RETRIEVE KRAFT – PAPER, TRY ON WOODEN BLOCK 
6.   GLUE ALL SHARP EDGES OF WOODEN BLOCK 
7.   GRADUALLY & SLOWLY FOLD + STRETCH PAPER OVER BLOCK 
8.   WRAP BOTH ENDS, GLUE & LET DRY 
9.   CUT – OUT 2 CIRCULAR PATCHES 1” WIDE, PAINT OD, LET DRY 
10. GLUE PATCHES IN CENTER OF BOTH ENDS 
11. WHEN FULLY DRY, APPLY MAT COAT OF TRANSPARENT  
       VARNISH  
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
